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PERSONALITY TRAITS OF RESPONDENTS WITH DIFFERENT
ATTITUDES TOWARDS THE COVID-19 EPIDEMIC

Abstract. An empirical study of the psychological characteristics associated with attitudes towards
the spread of the COVID-19 virus is presented. The attitude towards the spread of the COVID-19 vi-
rus is defined as a system of partial subjective assessments of the essential characteristics of a giv-
en situation. the potential danger of infection with the virus, information coverage of events in the
media, health-preserving measures of official institutions. A classification of types of attitudes to-
wards the spread of the COVID-19 virus is proposed based on combinations of various partial sub-
Jective assessments of the essential characteristics of the situation of the spread of the virus. The
article reflects the results of an empirical study of the personality traits of respondents with differ-
ent attitudes towards the spread of viral infection: significant positive and negative correlations be-
tween the types of attitudes towards the pandemic and respondents’ copping strategies, types of rela-
tionships and such personal characteristics as extraversion — introversion, attachment — alienation.
